Analysis
When comparing the scores of the pre-test with the scores of the post-test, there was an overall growth in the grades of the students. The chart comparing the pre-test and post-test score is on the page that follows the objective breakdown. Most of the students went up between 3 and 9 points. A few students did not go up as high in points from the pre-test to the post-test. Student number four missed a few days of class during the mini unit, and when student four is in class he is always off task and will not turn in homework. This is a possible reason for student number four’s low score; however he did improve by three points. Student number seven missed out on two out of four of the activities, and I believe this is a part of the reason she only improved by two points. Student number thirteen also missed multiple classes during this mini unit. I believe that part of the problem with students number twelve, thirteen, and fifteen is that they have trouble reading the quiz. These three students have IEP’s and they went to the special education room to take the test. However, I feel that maybe they did not get help reading the questions because there were too many students in the special education classroom with just one teacher. Also, I feel these students were not given the time they needed to take their quiz.  The special education teacher only let them stay in her room for about 20 minutes because she said she had another class coming in. Student number sixteen is an English language learner student. He is bright however, and when he takes test or quizzes he does not take the time to read the questions carefully. I feel that this is part of the reason he did not do very well. Overall, with a few exceptions, the class did much better on the post-test than on the pre-test.
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Overall there was at least some improvement on the knowledge in every objective.  Objectives

1. “Students will be able to correctly describe how friction affects the amount of force needed to do work over different surfaces or through different media.” Only three students could do this before the unit. On the post-test, 15 students could do this. Students gained this knowledge during the friction activity. I discovered that for over half the class the friction activity was effective.

2. “Students will be able to correctly identify the forces acting on a load and measure the weight of the load using a spring scale.” On the pre-test, 14 people knew this question; on the post-test 15 students knew the answers. I feel that maybe students just got confused by the question on the post-test. This class has a problem reading questions completely and clearly. There was some improvement, but only by one person. Still, the majority of the class knew the answer.

3. “Students will be able to correctly explain how simple machines change the amount of effort, force, and/or direction of force.” Only five students knew how a simple machine can change things before the unit. After the unit, sixteen students could do this. This is the biggest increase in knowledge on the post-test.
4. “Students will be able to identify the simple machines in common household items.” Eleven students could do this before the lesson was taught. There was an improvement of seven students. I feel that this part of the lesson was very effective because such a large amount of the class could do it.

5. “Students will be able to correctly describe how traction and friction affect the ability of their tractors to do work.” Before the lessons, only nine students could do this. This number doubled to eighteen after the lessons. I feel like this too was an effective part of my unit because only four students could not do this.
